What's the best part about living in one of New York’s
ultra-luxury skyscrapers conceived by a blue-chip firm?
Breathtaking views, top-of-the-line materials, and the
cachet of a certain address are all strong contenders,

but at many of these stunning abodes, the amenities are
practically worth the sky-high price tags. At 252 East
57th Street, the undulating condo building by Skidmore,
Owings & Merrill, in midtown Manhattan, AD100
designer Daniel Romualdez has conceived of a slew of

shared spaces that might just make some of those pied-
a-terre owners rethink their permanent residences. The
34th Floor Club, swathed in light wood (broken up only
by floor-to-16-foot-ceiling windows) and dotted with
midcentury and contemporary furniture, includes a
library curated by New YorKk’s beloved Strand bookstore,
a dining room, a catering kitchen, a billiards room, a
screening room, a fitness center, and more. Follow along
as Romualdez takes AD on a virtual tour.
